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This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, extra-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Compton C of E Primary School, we aim to provide the children with opportunities to access high quality music teaching throughout their time with us.
Delivery of the music curriculum varies by year group. In EYFS music, especially singing, is a key part of everyday life in the foundation unit. It is used to support transitions (eg tidying up), as a teaching tool (eg alphabet song) as well as celebrations and performances. Children also have access to musical instruments during child initiated play sessions. In KS1 - music is delivered discreetly through termly units, as well as being incorporated as part of cross-curricular topics. In Y3 all chn have a 40 min music lesson each week, delivered by Compton staff, which is combination of themed units and whole class recorder teaching.  In Y4 all chn have a 40 min music lesson each week, delivered by a tutor from Plymouth Music Education Hub, in the form of whole class string tuition. In Y5/6, Music is delivered by a member of the y5/6 team in blocked 6 week units, as part of a foundation subject carousel. The children receive up to 45 mins teaching per fortnight. 

On top of curriculum music, singing is an important part of the school ethos. There are weekly whole school singing assemblies, lead by the music leader, which not only teach children to sing with control and accuracy, but also develop their ability to sing in parts and understand how their voices work. The whole school listening focus that accompanies this exposes children to a range of musical genres and encourages them to discuss their musical tastes and preferences. Singing is also part of our school worship sessions, with whole school singing taking place at least twice a week. Individual class celebration assemblies also provide opportunities for children to share songs linked to their curriculum learning.

In the first half of the Autumn term we have a Harvest festival at our link church where the children all learn songs to sing during the service. Similarly, we have a Christmas service in December where the children sing year group and whole school songs. 

As a school, we work closely with Plymouth Music Education Hub, Instrumental Music Services and Rocksteady to provide a range of musical opportunities for the children. 
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Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Children at Compton C of E Primary School have many opportunities to be involved in music outside of whole class teaching. 
We currently have peripatetic staff from Instrumental Music Services, as well as private teachers, offering lessons in:
· piano
· guitar
· drums
· violin
· Rock bands
These take the form of individual and small group tuition. These lessons are paid for by parents. In cases of hardship, support may be available from the school. 
Children also have the opportunity to take part in extra-curricular music clubs. We currently offer:
· KS2 Singing Club
· Y5/6 Strings group
· KS2 Recorder group
· Musical Theatre Club
Further opportunities are offered by Plymouth Music Education Hub and we can support parents and children in finding these. 
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Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	There are several opportunities for children to perform throughout the academic year: 
Foundation Nativity, all of the children in the Foundation classes are involved in their annual Nativity which is presented to the school and then to parents. 

Whole School Harvest Festival, the whole school is involved in this service at our local church. Each year group learn a song, as well as a number of whole school songs. Parents are invited to attend this service. 

Whole School Christmas service as for the Harvest festival - the whole school is involved learning year group and whole school songs. This takes place in our local church and is performed twice for parents and the local community to attend. 

Class assemblies, every class in the school presents 1 class assembly a year to showcase their recent learning. These usually contain at least one song linked to their topics. 

Year 3/4 Music Showcase, twice a year, children in years 3 and 4 showcase their recorder and strings playing to parents and children in year 2. This is based on their curriculum music lessons.  

Spring Music Showcase, children who are involved in extracurricular music clubs, or have instrumental lessons in school, are invited to perform in this showcase to celebrate their achievements over the past year. This is presented during the afternoon to children in KS2 and in the evening to parents.

Rocksteady Performances At the end of each term, our 4 Rocksteady bands perform to half the school and their parents. We rotate the classes attending so all children have the opportunity to attend at least 1 performance over the year.  



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In the next academic year, we will be monitoring the implementation of our reviewed music curriculum to ensure it provides children with high quality music lessons. We will be focusing on developing whole school listening and creating a shared language we can use when discussing and sharing our musical experiences. 
We will look at opportunities to expand extra-curricular music clubs to key stage 1 and invite these groups to perform in assembly to increase their profile and increase engagement. 
We would also like to engage with our local community more and take small groups out to perform. 
We would like to make links with local secondary schools and further education colleges to create opportunities for our pupils to experience music in more advanced settings.
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
