A message from the Smartphone Free Childhood Parent Group

Smartphone Free Childhood (SFC) has been in the news this week as the government
have banned social media for under 16s! We think this is a great step in the right direction
for all our children's wellbeing. Thank you to all parents who signed SFC petitions to lobby
the government to address this important issue - we did it! :)

We now have a smartphone free childhood section on the Compton Primary School
website to state that we recommend a smartphone free childhood. If you think your child
really needs a phone there are plenty of non-smart phone options out there. Last month
we shared the survey results via Google classroom so you can see what is happening in
your own child's year group. It is important that we all delay giving our children a
smartphone to reduce peer pressure and create a new 'norm' so that they are free to
enjoy childhood away from social media and algorithms.
